PROPERTY TAXES:

· Payments not received by 6 pm, or before midnight through Xpress-pay.com, on the due date, or clearly postmarked* with the due date, have an additional 5% added.
· On May 15th, 2017, an additional 8% tax collectors fee is added, and is considered delinquent, and subject to possible tax sale.
· Additional 1% interest is added each month once delinquent.

· Delinquent balances as of 6/30/2017 (fiscal year end) will be noted in the City annual report

PERSONAL PROPERTY:  Personal property located in Rutland City as of April 1, taxes are due and payable for the entire fiscal year.  This is Vermont State Law.

MOBILE HOMES: A mobile home removed from Rutland City must pay taxes for the entire fiscal year. This is Vermont State Law.

· An Additional 1% interest is added each month once delinquent.

NOTE:   If a property is being sold, please call the Department of Public Works, 773-1813, to arrange a meter reading.  There is a $35 closing reading fee.  The meter reading date (rather than the billing period) would be used to calculate the final (closing) bill.

TIMELY PAYMENT POLICY

In Person at the Treasurer’s Office (City Hall):  Payment(s) must be made at the counter by the close of the office hours of 8:30 am to 6:00 pm (18:00) on all tax & utility bill due dates.


NOTE:

·    Payments slipped under the door on the due date(s) AFTER office hours               will be considered LATE.

· The red box in front of City Hall is for parking tickets ONLY.  Please do NOT leave any other payments in this box.  There is NO DROP BOX for payments other than parking tickets.

By Mail (US Postal Service & other currier services): 

Mail to:  Rutland City Treasurer’s Office – P. O. Box 969, Rutland, VT  05702-0969 

The envelope must be officially POSTMARKED by the due date(s), with USPS or currier service’s official postmark/time stamp indicia only.  If the envelope is received after the due date(s) without a postmark, or an illegible postmark, it will not be considered timely.  Do not rely on mail dropped into a collection box to receive the postmark timely if you are mailing the payment on the due date(s)-ensure it receives the postmark at a USPS counter to be certain.  The City is not responsible for mail sent through the postal service that is not received by us.

On line by Credit/Debit Card or eCheck (Xpress-pay.com):  Fees Apply. Payment must be executed through Xpress-pay.com by 11:59 pm (23:59) on the due date(s). Note:  Xpress-pay.com transactions are time stamped – that time stamp alone will be used to determine timeliness.

Bill Payment Systems Advisory: Executing a payment through an online bill pay service offered by a financial institution may not be received on time by City of Rutland.  Taxpayers/ratepayers and other customers are responsible for any time lag between the execution of payments on such systems and the actual receipt of payment by the City of Rutland in accordance with the above stated criteria, including postmarks.
