Development Review Board Members; Stephanie A. Lorentz, Al Paul, Jim Pell, Steve Wilk and Mike McClallen.

Members present; Chair Lorentz, Board members Paul, Pell and McClallen.  Board Member Wilk was absent.  Also present, Zoning Administrator Alan Shelvey and Board Clerk Henry Heck. Applicant Tereka Hand and building owner Joseph Giancola and abutting neighbors. 
Chair Lorentz called the hearing to order at 6:38 PM.  Chair Lorentz noted the applicant Tereka Hand and building owner Joe Giancola as well as four (4) neighbors, Nora Moore, Angela Champine, Bonnie Greco and Jennifer Sanders were present.   Chair Lorentz noted the applicant was seeking relief from a Zoning Ordinance to allow a large daycare (Over 59 children) in a Mixed Residential 1 (MR-1) neighborhood.
Chair Lorentz swore in all participants for the 41 East Center Street request.  

Mr. Giancola and Ms. Hand opened the hearing with handouts detailing their proposal.  Mr. Giancola, the owner of the property, showed the site plan outlining the plans for the building.  Mr. Giancola noted two options for Ms. Hand and her daycare within the site plan.  Ms. Hand’s plan showed how she would utilize the whole first floor of the original building.

The Board, applicant and neighbors present, discussed various concerns including parking, play areas, traffic patterns/dropoffs, fencing and how many children would be enrolled. Nora Moore read a letter from Andrew Perry, a neighbor who has some concerns with the number of children and hopes to keep his appeal rights by submitting his letter.  A letter also sent by Mark Brown of 48 East Center Street was distributed to the Board.  The letter contained several questions to which Member Paul asked the applicant.

Upon the completion of the hearing, Chair Lorentz noted that the Board had forty-five days (45) to present its recommendation.  Based on the recommendation the application could appeal the Boards findings if they wanted.

This concluded the hearing for 41 East Center Street.
