Members present; Chair Lorentz, Board members Paul, Pell and McClallen.  Board Member Wilk was absent.  Also present, Zoning Administrator Alan Shelvey and Board Clerk Henry Heck. 
At 6:04 PM Chair Lorentz called to order the hearing for 46 North Main Street.  Chair Lorentz noted two applicants Kate Moser and Lindsey Savage, who were seeking relief from Zoning Bylaws to allow a physical therapy clinic in the Gateway Business – 1 District.  Applicant also seeks to make exterior changes to an existing building in a design control district – Gateway Business -1.
Chair Lorentz swore in all participants for the 46 North Main Street request.  Attorney Frank Urso representing the applicants was also present.

Chair Lorentz noted the applicant was Back on Track Physical Therapy.  The landowner was TD Bank, and the purpose of the hearing was to afford all interested persons the opportunity to raise questions regarding the proposed.  Participation in this local proceeding is a prerequisite to the right to take any subsequent appeal.

Ms. Moser and Ms. Savage presented the Board with a drawing of their plans and requests.  Chair Lorentz and the applicants spent several minutes reviewing the planned requests, including details on landscaping, building materials, roofing, parking and lighting and snow removal.  There were also a few questions from the Board about staffing levels.
Chair Lorentz noted that the Board had forty-five days (45) to present its recommendation.  Based on the recommendation the application could appeal the Boards findings if they wanted.

Attorney Urso asked who may appeal.  Chair Lorentz stated only participants at this hearing may appeal.

This concluded the hearing for 46 North Main Street.
