But first: what does an immigration enforcement
officer look like?

« Border Patrol (aka Customs and Border Protection, or
CBP) agents wear green uniforms with gold insignias
and drive marked white vehicles with a green stripe.

« ICE (Immigration and Customs Enforcement) agents
wear civilian clothes and drive unmarked vehicles

How you report the sighting depends on whether
someone is at immediate risk of being detained.

(E.G. AN ACTIVE BORDER PATROL CHECKPOINT, ROADSIDE

STOP, OR ICE AGENTS ENTERING A HOME)
